EXTRA INFORMATION

INCORPORATION NUMBER:  You can find out if your club is incorporated and what your incorporation number is by doing a search by club name at the ASIC website, www.asic.gov.au 

REGISTERED FOR GST:   If you’re new to the role of Treasurer, and are not sure if your club is registered for GST you can find out by visiting this website:  www.ato.gov.au/businesses/content.asp?doc=/content/57752.htm  If you’re not sure what your ABN number is, you can get more information from www.abnsearch.gov.au  

DEPT. OF SPORT & RECREATION APPROVED SCREENING AGENCY NUMBER:  Each club is required to be registered as an approved employer (of paid and/or unpaid volunteers & employees).  Once your club is registered, you are provided with a screening number.  We have ensured that all clubs are now registered approved employers, however, if you are new to your position, you must notify the Dept. of Sport & Recreation if the authorised person at your club has changed.  You should check with returning committee members who the authorised person/persons are within your club.  If it is an outgoing committee member, whom you are replacing, you must notify the Dept. of the change.  It’s a simple form that needs to be completed and returned to the Dept. of Sport & Recreation It can be downloaded from:  http://www.dsr.nsw.gov.au/children/resources.asp.  Club should keep a record of their screening number for future reference.
EMAIL ADDRESSES:

When the association communicates with clubs, it does so primarily by email.  The “Main Email” address is the email address of the club that will be displayed on our website as a point of contact for potential players, and members of your club to communicate with you.  During the pre-season & playing season, it should be checked daily.  During the slower off-season months, it should be checked at least twice weekly.  The Association prefers to send all communications to at least one other email address at your club.  This ensures that if there is a communication failure at one email address someone else on your committee has received the information we’re sending out.  We therefore request a “Back up Email”.
OTHER EMAIL ADDRESSES & HOW WE USE THEM:

General emails are ordinarily sent to the Secretary & President of a club or other as requested.
Competition related emails are sent to the Competition Secretary and either the Secretary and/or President or one other as requested.
Registration related emails are sent to Club Registrars and the President and/or Secretary.

Emails can be sent to multiple club MC members upon request.  Extra recipient email requests should be made in writing to admin@nepeansoccer.com.au.  To help us in keeping the size of our email lists manageable, we request that clubs not request that we send to every committee member, but that they develop their own communication protocols within the club to ensure that information is distributed to all relevant parties. 
COMMITTEE MEMBERS:

All committee members are required to be registered and issued with an ID card annually.  Please supply a list of all committee members on a separate sheet.

NB:  If your club committee does not follow the usual set up of a club committee, i.e., President, 

Secretary, Treasurer etc., please feel free to add in brackets the title headings as recognised in your club, in the committee section of our form.  As an example, your club may be a school club, where the Sports Master may act in the role of competition secretary.  Next to Competition Secretary write “Sports Master”

This will usually only apply to Clubs that are actually a sub-committee of another club, and/or school based clubs.

DISCIPLINARY COMMITTEE DELEGATES:

Each club is required to supply two Disciplinary Committee Delegates, who will be called upon if required throughout the following 12 months to serve as a club delegate at Disciplinary Committee hearings.  Delegates will generally only be called once during the year, but, if a case is adjourned, may have to return the following week.  Hearings are usually held on Wednesday or Thursday evenings and last between 1-5 hours.  It is normal to receive approximately 7 days notice of a hearing, though, in some instances, you may receive less notice.

OTHER INFORMATION THAT MUST BE SUBMITTED WITH YOUR APPLICATION FOR AFFILIATION:

Clubs are required to submit annually, a full colour photograph of their playing strip (home & alternate) and a copy of the club constitution, by-laws, rules and objects, or any other name that your governing rules go by.  

We prefer these to be submitted electronically, but will accept hard copies if that is all you have available.  

Please note, if your club is incorporated, you must have submitted these changes to the NSW Office of Fair Trading within 30 days of your AGM for the changed rules to be valid and binding.

If your club has had a name change, in order for us to recognise the new name, you must provide the following documents to us:

1. Minute of meeting where change of name was approved by a majority of the members of your club and

2. If your club is incorporated, a copy of the notice of name change lodged with the NSW Office of Fair Trading.
